GENERAL INFORMATION 
ON CIVILIAN MORTORCYCLE COURSE


	The training will be conducted at the Kansas City Police Department’s Regional Training Academy located at 6885 N.E. Pleasant Valley Road, KCMO. Students should come prepared with the following equipment.

1.	D.O.T. approved helmet.

2.	Rain suit, if rain is in the forecast.

3.	Light weight leather or work gloves.

4. 	Sunglasses or some other type of eye protection.
	
5.	Leather Jacket.  It will be mandatory that students wear a leather jacket during all speed exercises.  Non-leather motorcycle riding jackets are acceptable if they contain armor or padding.

6.	Over the ankle motorcycle, duty, or work boots acceptable. 

7. 	During training students should wear loose fitting T-shirts, sweatshirts, and jeans or other type of loose fitting pants. Comfort is the key here.

	Small adjustments and repairs can be made at the lot.  There will be a limited
number of tools available.  Students should ensure that their motorcycles are in
good running condition.  Specifically make sure your tires and brakes are in good 
working order with proper tire pressures for your specific bike & conditions. 

All students should remember that this training is completely voluntary.  It
“WILL NOT” be mandatory for students to attempt any exercise or maneuver that
they are not comfortable with attempting.  Students can opt in or out of any number of exercises they wish as the training progresses.  Certified instructors may request certain students do not attempt some exercises, if an instructor ascertains that the student does not possess a sufficient skill level for that exercise.

This event will happen rain or shine.  No refunds will be issued, as this is a charity event to benefit the Kansas City Police Foundation.
